If you have not returned your Travel/Tentage form please also do so by the 30th June.

Documentation – Participants List

If you have not returned your Participants List and accompanying photographs please expedite this urgently now. (Please send a copy of the Participant list by email if you can – thanks to all those who have already done this.) We will have in excess of 12,000 photographs to cut out and process by mid July. Please return these together with the 4 passport sized photographs of each member of your contingent as soon as possible and at the latest by the 30th June. Digitally produced ones are acceptable but not photocopies please. You will need to write the name on at least one of each participant’s photos. Please make sure the ink is dry before you gather the photos together as from past experience the ink is easily transferred to the face of the next picture.

UK Groups are reminded that they must complete a Form PC in the normal way. (There is no need to attach a programme). One signed by your District Commissioner the form should be mailed direct to me. Please remember the Home Contact must not be related to any one in your party. Thank you.

Travel Arrangements

If you are going to need help from us with travel arrangements from Ports/Airports or Peterborough Bus/Rail Stations, please make contact detailing what assistance you require as soon as possible. UK Groups that may be able to help with transport in Peterborough with mini-buses or coaches they will have on site should also advise me of what they are able to offer.

Offers from you

If you are going to offer any form of entertainment or activity to the Camjam Organisers, please write giving as much detail as possible of what you would like to do or perform so I can pass it on to the Entertainment organiser.

Activities

You have already been supplied with a copy of a Parents Activity Permission Form in the previous newsletter. Please bring two copies of these completed forms with you to the camp, as you will need them there. 

The Activities will be controlled by the Activity Passport/Exit Pass a sample of which will follow in the next mailing.

As a leader you will be provided with your Group’s Passports on arrival. You will need to complete and sign the ‘Unable to Partake’ list from the details on the parents permission forms for each young person. The 1-9 coding beneath will be used to indicate any special needs the holder has i.e. Asthmatic.

The Exit Pass will be cut of and used when a person leaves the confines of The Showground. Leaders may hold on to these to prevent young people leaving the site without their knowledge/permission.

Clothing

It is important that Youngsters/Parents are aware that they will need to bring clothes suitable for Water sports, such as Shorts or Tracksuit, Plimsolls or similar, T Shirt, Tracksuit top or Jumper and a Windproof jacket. These clothes will get wet and it is essential that they are in addition to normal camp clothes.

I hope this newsletter answers all your questions as the camp rapidly approaches, but if you have any worries do please write and we will do our best to answer by return.
