Equipment

For those coming from overseas, we remind you we must cook by gas on the Showground, open fires not being permitted. Do let us know in good time if you wish us to arrange the hire of suitable cookers for you. If you need to hire tentage this end please send us details of what type of tentage and quantity you require immediately please, so we can make the necessary arrangements in good time.

Deposit/Receipt

If you have paid your deposit you will have received a receipt or find one enclosed herewith. Each receipt bears a booking reference number, please quote this on any further correspondence to Camjam. 

Documentation - Payment

The forms to enable you to make your final payment are enclosed. Groups sending payments postmarked no later than the 1st May 2002 may claim the £5 a head discount on Young people and Leader Bookings.  If you pay after this date the full fee will be due without discount. The Tentage/Travel form  provides us with information that we require from you regarding your tentage and travel arrangements to simplify administration on your arrival at the Showground and ensure we have allocated you sufficient space. Please return this with you r final payment

Documentation – Participants and T-Shirts/Sweatshirt Orders

You also have a form called Participants List. This enables us to produce your ID Passes and our listings of everyone on site. Please complete these clearly in block capitals if you are not using the Excel Spreadsheet available on our website. (We know how much people hate their name misspelt. ). Please return the Excel spreadsheet by email if you are able to.

Please return these together with the 4 passport sized photographs of each member of your contingent as soon as possible and at the latest by the by 30th June.  You will need to write the name on at least one of each participants photos. Please make sure the ink is dry before you gather the photos together as from past experience it easily transfer to the face of the next picture. Thank you.

Travel Arrangements
